ARTEAST 2009:  POSTER, PHOTO SHOOT & IMAGE GUIDELINES

To have your work included on the poster, you can either have your work photographed by our ARTEAST Photographer, Joseph Gruber, or Submit a digital image file on disc.

To have your work photographed:  All work must be received by May 26th to be included on the poster.  Please bring original artwork to the May 26th meeting (Susan & Joseph’s studio, 8615 Goshen Road, Edwardsville). If you cannot make it that night, call Susan 656-3348 for details.  Work will be returned at the June 30th meeting.

As you determine which piece to have photographed, consider this: 
The poster will be printed in color.
The poster format gives each artist a small rectangle therefore it is important for you to select work that will translate well within that space (i.e. have strong compositional qualities / contrast).     Note that at the designers’ discretion, some images may be cropped. 

2-D work must be unframed, without glass or plexi and no larger than 3' x 4'.
3-D work should be no taller than 30 inches.  3-D work that represents best in the poster format has matte to satin surfaces, and is lighter in tone.  Shiny, black work will represent poorly.

For delivering work, the artist assumes transportation risk, so please secure and protect your work.  Lightweight 2D work should be protected.                                                                                                                                                                         
All artwork must have your name and phone included.                                                                        Indicate 'front' or 'up' or any other instructions you would like considered - a simple sketch sometimes helps.  PLEASE PRINT LEGIBLY all information.
Files submitted on CD:  If you have high quality digital images, they will be considered if they meet the following criteria:
Files must be of the following type: TIF, JPEG, PSD, EPS.                                                                                           The image size should be around 4” x 6”, with a resolution of 300 dpi.                                                
Do not crop the image too tightly. 
Title your digital files with your name (as you want to be listed in the brochure) and

ARTEAST 2009: SMALL WORKS EXHIBIT, GUIDELINES

Jacoby Arts Center, October 9 – November 15, 2009

Each participating ARTEAST artist* is encouraged to submit one piece for this exhibition that will open one week before the ARTEAST weekend. Ideally ARTEAST visitors will stop by to preview work and note what they would like to see on the tour.

Exhibition Dates: October 9 – November 15, 2009

Closing Reception: November 15, 2009, 2 – 5 p.m.

· Artwork sold on ARTEAST weekend - proceeds go to the artist.

· Artwork sold at any other time during the Jacoby Arts Center’s ARTEAST exhibition the artist will receive a 60% commission – Jacoby Arts Center receives 40%.

· The Jacoby Arts Center will insure your work for 60% of its retail value.

· Each artist may submit ONE piece. 

· Two dimensional artwork may not exceed 11 ½ ” x 14 ½ ” (OUTER FRAMED DIMENSIONS)


Three dimensional artwork may not exceed 8” in any diameter.

· Artwork may be delivered to the Jacoby Arts Center:

Friday, October 2 or Saturday, October 3 between 10:30 am and 5 pm or no later than Sunday, October 5, between Noon to 4:00 pm.

· All work must have been made in the last two years and never previously shown in ARTEAST or at the Jacoby Arts Center. We want recent work!  The Jacoby Arts Center reserves the right to review and approve all ARTEAST submissions.

ARTEAST 2009: ARTIST BOOKS

Four "Artist Books" will be placed at large group shows during ARTEAST. The purpose of these books is to inform our audience about what kind of work is being shown at different venues and to tell them a little about each artist, so they can decide which sites they would like to visit. Being included in the books will help to steer time-crunched art lovers toward your site!

If you would like to be included in these binders, you will need to provide four (4) individual pages (one for each book) using the following guidelines:
· Each submission should consist of a SINGLE 8 1/2” x 81/2 " PAGE.

· Your page can have an image, text, or both.

· If you choose to include text – a brief bio, resume or artist statement works well.

· For consistency in appearance, we will print out pages that include your name, media, site name and site address.

· Submit four pages for the four binders that will be placed in different locations during ARTEAST. They can all be the same, or you can submit four different sheets with different images/text. Please send four, as we do not have the time or facilities to photocopy your pages for you. Be sure to write your name on the back of each page if it is not on the front, to avoid confusion when we assemble the books.

· Please do not email your pages as we cannot print these out for you.
